What is the AIDS Community Care Alternatives Program?
The AIDS Community Care Alternatives Program (ACCAP) provides full Medicaid services and certain free in-home care services to individuals diagnosed as having Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS) and who are in need of such care as a result of serious illness.  An applicant must be assessed to need a nursing home level of care.  The purpose of the program is to provide these services in such a manner as to allow the individual to remain in his/her home rather than having to enter an institution (hospital or nursing home).

HOW MUCH INCOME

AND

RESOURCES CAN I HAVE

If your total gross monthly income is less than $1,635 you may be eligible.

The total value of all of your RESOURCES, such as cash on hand and money in the bank must be NO MORE THAN $2,000.

When applying for the ACCAP program you will be asked to provide documents concerning your situation.  If you have any of the documents listed below, bring them with you when you come to the office.  If you do not have them, the worker will help you obtain the ones you need.

SOCIAL SECURITY CARD

PROOF OF ALL INCOME AND RESOURCES

MEDICAL RECORDS IF PA-4 STATING DIAGNOSIS:  AIDS AND NEED OF NURSING HOME LEVEL OF CARE

COPIES OF LIFE INSURANCE POLICIES

SOCIAL SECURITY OR SSI AWARD LETTER

COPY OF DEED OF PROPERTY OWNED

ALIEN REGISTRATION, PASSPORT, VISA

COPIES OF HEALTH INSURANCE CARDS

COPY OF PRE-PAID BURIAL CONTRACT/PLOT/FUNDS

A LETTER FROM A QUALIFIED HEALTH CARE

PROVIDER STATING THAN AN INSTITUTIONAL

LEVEL OF CARE IS REQUIRED
WHAT ARE MY RESPONSIBILITIES?

To help the welfare agency obtain information needed to determine your eligibility and amount of benefits.

To notify the welfare agency when you move, get a job or experience any change in income, resource or circumstance.

NOT MEETING ANY OF THESE RESPONSIBILITIES COULD MEAN THAT YOUR ACCAP BENEFITS WILL BE DENIED OR STOPPED.
